Going to the City from Hamburg Airport:

By Train (recommended): Take the train (Line (-il, Direction: Ohlsdorf, Hauptbahnhof, Blankenese, Wedel). There is a train
almost every 10 Minutes (every 20 Minutes in the early morning or late evening) to the city between 4:33h and 0:13h.

The stops “Hauptbahnhof” (Central Station) and “Jungfernstieg” are in the inner city. At “Hauptbahnhof” you will have a connection
to all main line train services and most of the bus lines (ZOB).

To go to Dammtor station you have to change at Hauptbahnhof to trains of line (-ﬂl, D o which stop at track 2
across the platform of line [ S1 ]

To the conference venue change to line BFA direction Niendorf, exit at Schlump.

By Taxi: The Fare for the Taxi from the airport to the city is about EUR 20-25 and takes about 25 Minutes.
